Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament exposed on the Altar takes place every Wednesday in Holy Apostles from after the 10.00am Mass till Evening Prayer and Benediction at 6.00pm and every Sat evening at 5.00pm till Evening Prayer/ Benediction at 5.30pm. Come and be still for a while!
It is by staying still, in silence, before Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament, that we perceive what He wants from us, put aside our own plans to make way for His, and let God’s light gradually penetrate the heart and heal it.
The Independent Asylum Commission’s interim report found that the UK’s treatment of asylum seekers “falls seriously below the standards to be expected of a human and civilised society.” The product of the most thorough examination of the system so far, it criticised three elements in particular: the use of detention centres to lock up children, pregnant women and torture victims; the often brutal handling of removals; and the use of destitution to drive claimants out of the country. Donna Covey, Refugee Council’s Chief Executive, said “This is an important set of findings from an independent commission, which presents overwhelming evidence that the asylum system is still not fit for purpose. It is surely now time for the Government to take a long hard look at the way it treats people seeking sanctuary on our shores.”
